The NGO was born in October 2017 on the island of Lesvos, Greece to assist people living in Moria
refugee camp, which at its fullest, housed around 20.000 residents despite being originally
constructed to hold approximately 3.000 people. YSR was created in response to the massive need
for healthy, clean and safe spaces, sense of community and a place to work on mental and physical
health. The first classes took place in a repurposed Médecins Sans Frontiéres tent next to the
community space of One Happy Family.
