Musstest du dich nach deiner Ankunft um besondere Formalitdten kiimmern (Handy, Einwohner-
meldeamt, 6ffentliche Verkehrsmittel, Finanzen, etc.)?

Due to my Norwegian citizenship | did not have to take care of any formalities outside of signing a
lease. My Norwegian phone number works the same here as in Germany and Norway, and | have
thus just continued using my personal phone. While | can walk to my place of internship, buses and
subways are easy to catch and cost 3 RON (70cents) per trip, regardless of how far the trip is. You

pay with your card/ApplePay in the bus/subway. All stores | encountered accepted VISA-card as
well.

Innovation Norway is a development bank which works with promoting Norwegian business
domestically and abroad, as well as promoting sustainable development within business. They are
also given the mission from the government to work with EEA-funding; the money Norway, Iceland
and Liecthenstein pledge to help sustainable development and the green transition in certain
countries within the EU. The office in Bucharest covers Romania and Bulgaria, and sends out calls
for funding, as well as chooses the projects they take on and follow them up from start to finish of a
project. | personally deal with summarizing the project level information available to the public

online, as well as organize communication and planning of events that Innovation Norway arranges
in Bucharest.
