Moreover, the housing challenge in Ljubljana especially is a big issue because even the
accommodation that | finally got before arriving to this country was only for two months; August and
September which means | have and am looking for new accommodation from October to
November.

When | arrived at the place | found accommodation, there was no need for me to buy a montly ticket
for bus as from the place | reside to the research institute | am doing an internship can be reached
on foot. Also places of partner NGOs of the research institute where | go to collect information can
also be reached on foot as well except for one which | must buy a bus ticket to reach as it is located
outside the city. | did not need to buy new phone number this side as my phone number | used in
Germany could also work here in terms of both network and international calls could be made as
well. However, | had a worse encounter with the police when the landlady of the apartment | am
renting took me there to make city registration who said i cannot be registered in Ljubjlana but in
another city where the landlady is registered at which was very unfortunate as it means for me to
travel from the capital city to that place.

At the Research Centre of the Slovenian Academy of Sciences and Arts, there are a lot of projects
and faculties taking place and one of it is that of Migration Studies. Within the Migration Studies
faculty, the activities of my program is just only 5% of the entire activities that are happening at the
research institute and the remaining 95% comes from other projects which the faculty gets funding
from after writitng proposals to various stakeholders like the EU. My research activity is focused on
the housing situation in Ljubljana and how this is a challenge to the migrants in the city and overall in
the whole country as it is a small country. So | get to go and carry out interviews with members of
NGOS that are partners with the research institute in this case the Migration studies faculty to get to
understand the problem of the housing. At the same time in the coming 2 months there is an event
to be held in Vienna, Austria by one of the project that the faculty is involved with as it also concerns
housing issues in four countries including Slovenia which | will definetly attend as part of also of my
research internship. This month of September a lot of things and projects starts to happen at the
research center which | will participate if they have to do with housing and migrants.
