	Text5: I used LinkedIn as my main search tool, but I also sent many open applications to companies I found in my field through Google. Additionally, I reached out to many people from my professors' networks, and the search lasted almost four months.
	Text6: Since I didn't have friends in the area, I asked my internship provider for advice on where to live and how to find accommodation. He suggested using "Idealista" and highlighted a comfortable area near the office. Initially, the search was tough because no one responded to my messages or calls. But when I expanded the search area, I started getting responses, booked several online meetings, saw  few houses, and eventually found one within my budget.
	Text7: I didn't have to deal with any special formalities after arriving, but I did get a bit confused with all the SUMA cards for public transport. Eventually, my roommate helped me choose a card that works for all types of transport. They offer customized cards with monthly or per-journey payments, and it takes a bit of time to figure out. If you're a daily metro traveler, I recommend applying for this card right after arriving. 

Valencia has a lot to offer if you're a travel enthusiast. Initially, you need your finances to be stable, meaning you should have enough money to cover food and travel.
	Text8: My company is a leading Spanish company specializing in solar thermal technology, particularly using Fresnel linear technology for industrial heat generation. Their solutions help industries reduce energy costs and their carbon footprint by providing efficient, sustainable thermal energy.my work focuses on researching electrical heating alternatives, developing theoretical models, conducting simulations, and designing small-scale prototypes for integration into industrial systems and my company also offers co-working space in paterna or i could work from home.

	Text10: What has surprised me the most so far is how quickly I adapted to the local culture and environment.
