PROGRAM STRUCTURE OF ALL 
MASTER PROGRAMS 
The USC Master programs are generally 3 semesters 
in duration. However, you may be able to complete a 
USC Master degree in a minimum of one semester if 
you already have completed studies on the Master 
level at your home university.  
 
USC can credit up to 60 ECTS (two semesters) of 
your prior Master studies towards the USC Master 
degrees. If your home university also provides credit 
transfer for your USC studies you may be able to 
complete both Master degrees in the same time 
period — giving you a double degree!

USC ENTRY REQUIREMENTS FOR 
MASTER PROGRAMS 
Admission requirements 

For the Master programs you will need a Bachelor 
degree. For the MBA you will also need evidence of at 
least two years relevant full-time work or other 
relevant experience. For credit transfer, you must have 
successfully completed business related study at a 
Master level from a recognised tertiary institution. 
 
English language requirements 

IELTS: Overall score of 6.5 with minimum 6.0 in each 
subtest 
TOEFL: Internet-based — overall score of 85 with a 
minimum of 21 for writing and minimum score of 20 
in all other sections 
German applicants can submit the DAAD language 
certificate, minimum requirement of `A’ in writing, 
and a minimum of `B’ in all other 3 test areas 
For other accepted proficiency certificates please 
refer to the English language requirements:

STEP 3: Apply for admission 
 
Complete the international application form 
 
Include any qualifications that will meet the entry 
requirements of the program you have selected, i.e. 
official academic transcript of completed studies and 
English language certificate (ensure all documents 
are certified copies, signed and stamped by a 
witnessing or government authority).  
 

STEP 4: Where to submit your application

USC accepts applications for most programs at any 
time of the year. However, you should try to submit 
your application as early as possible to allow time to 
apply and be granted a visa to allow you to study in 
Australia. 
 
STEP 5: What happens next? 
 
You will receive an email acknowledging your 
application within 48 hours. 
 
Once your application has been assessed, and your 
eligibility for the program is confirmed, you will 
receive an offer. If you have applied for academic 
credit transfer, you will also receive advice about any 
credit awarded. 
 

 

  

 Please note: 

There are no application deadlines for international students at 
the USC. However, USC recommends submitting the application 
by November/December for Semester 1, or May/June for 
Semester 2 to allow adequate planning and preparation time for 
e.g. visa and airline ticket acquisition etc.

VISA REQUIREMENTS 
Student Visa:  

• Allows you to work in Australia up to 20 hours 
per week while you study and unlimited hours 
during scheduled course breaks 

• On-line Visa application takes usually three 
working days 

• You will need your Confirmation of Enrolment 
to apply for a Student Visa 

Working Holiday Visa: 

• Allows you to stay in Australia for up to 12 
months 

• Study for up to four months (1 semester) 
• Work generally for up to six months with each 

employer 
• Leave and re-enter Australia any number of 

times while the visa is valid

eligibility and requirements can differ according to 
nationality.

COURSE SELECTION & VALUE OF 
UNITS 
• USC will provide you with an offer letter which 
will include a Credit Transfer Advice document. This 
document lists the courses that are credited towards 
the USC degree. USC will also provide you shortly 
after you accepted the offer with the details of the 
courses you will need to study at USC to complete 
the USC degree requirements. 
• Once you accepted the USC offer you will be able 
to pre-register in the courses online before you 
arrive in Australia 
• The standard full-time workload is four courses per 
semester 
• Course Credit value: all postgraduate courses are 
valued with 12 units which can be compared to 7.5 
ECTS each 
• After you completed your studies at USC and met 
the conditions for credit transfer we will send you 
the official academic transcript of grades and your 
award certificate to you

COURSE RELATED COSTS 

• Textbooks: new textbooks approx. A$300-400 
per semester, second hand books are available at 
the Student Guild hub, or try second hand books

LIVING COSTS 

• USC suggests A$1000 per month including rent, 
food and other costs (depending on personal
